National Back To Church Sunday set Sept. 18

Across-denominational movement to reverse declining church attendance and
encourage everyone to revisit congregational life, will be celebrated Sept. 18
across the country. National Back To Church Sunday has become the single larg-
est community outreach in the nation, with 10,000 churches expected to partici-
pate in 2011. This event reignites the power of personal invitation to empower
church members to bring the community back to church. This year's event will
be held the second Sunday after Labor Day to accommodate more churches.

Since the initiative began in 2009, National Back To Church Sunday has seen
increased success with church members inviting more than 1.4 million family
members, friends, neighbors and co-workers to special services last year. Some
3,800 churches participated in 2010, reporting an average 26 percent increase in
weekly attendance.

National Back To Church Sunday was launched in response to a 2008 study
by LifeWay Research and the North American Mission Board of 15,000 adults
that found that 67 percent of Americans say a personal invitation from a family
member would be effective in getting them to visit a church. Sixty-three percent
say an invitation from a friend or neighbor would likely get them to respond.

"We found that the effectiveness of the invitation was often tied to its form: the
more personal, the more effective,”" said Philip Nation, ministry development
director of LifeWay Research and National Back to Church Sunday spokesper-
son.

Outreach Inc. has partnered with Back to Church Sunday and is offering a 2011 church kit
including: an updated campaign planning guide, new suggested sermons, hew promotional
video, new graphics and widgets for church websites or social media, invitations and posters,
a preparedness assessment, and suggested follow-up sermons and small group materials.

ronment that encourages a youthful
appreciation for eating well.

"For many families, the summer
break can lead to a disruption of the
normal routine and a diversion from
the eating habits established during the
school year," registered dietitian Katie
Brown, the ADA Foundation's national
education director, noted in an associa-
tion news release. It's important to en-
sure everyone "is eating the foods they
need when they need them,” she ex-
plained.

To help parents achieve that goal,
the ADA has fashioned a website enti-
tled "Kids Eat Right." It is designed as
a one-stop shop for weekly nutritional

updates (in the form of articles, vid-
€0S, recipes, eating tips) to promote
the fundamentals of healthy eating.

One of the best ways to help your
kids eat right is to involve them in
every step of the process, registered
dietitian and American Dietetic Asso-
ciation spokesperson Amy Jamieson-
Petonic said in the news release.

This includes involving children in
both the shopping and cooking proc-
ess leading to a communa family
dinner. Parents should also encourage
-- and, if necessary, organize -- daily
physical activity and outdoor fun,
according to the association.

"Your kids should be getting at
least 60 minutes of physical activity
most days of the week,” noted
Jamieson-Petonic. "So don't let them
spend the summer sitting on the
couch.”

When | was growing up in Baltimore, Maryland during the winter | always wished for a snow day so
that | didn't have to go to school the following day. | was aways watching the news for any hint of snow,
even just a ¥z inch was usually enough--schools would just close! Aside from the weather report there
was one sign that almost always meant freedom the next day: if Mom and Dad rushed to the grocery
store, because on the East Coast, the dightest hint of snow sends everyone running for milk, eggs and
bread to be sure they're ready for the storm.
